The U* Stage is a versatile black box theatre that can
be freely transformed to meet the artist’s vision. It
features the Seating Wagon, which allows flexible
stage, and audience arrangements. Moreover, the
Immersive Sound System, powered by 60 strategically
placed speakers, along with the ceiling’s Tensioned
Wire Grid for lighting and technical setups, provides
an environment where the artist’s creativity meets
endless possibilities.
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In October 2022, LG Arts Center began a new chapter
in its journey, reopening in Gangseo-gu under the
new name ‘LG Arts Center SEOUL.’ Designed by the
world-renowned architect Tadao Ando, LG Arts Center
SEOUL serves as a vibrant cultural space featuring
two performance halls, studios, and rehearsal spaces,
while also standing as a “work of art” on its own. Ando
is known for his signature use of glass and exposed
concrete, creating simple yet powerful designs, with
notable works such as the Church of Water, and the
Naoshima Contemporary Art Museum.

LG Arts Center Seoul, fully reflecting Ando’s philosophy
of blending nature with architecture, was honored with
the Grand Prize at the 41st Seoul Architecture Awards.
Upon his visit in 2023, Tadao Ando described it as “a
space with a depth and richness that surpasses what |
had imagined.”
